Those who missed Jane L. Powell missed a smash hit on April 22 at Carysbrook
to end their 2005-06 season.

Powell lived up to all the praise critics heaped on her. She is certainly sassy like
Pearl Baily and not only sings like Aretha Franklin but with a little Sarah Vaughn
and Ella Fitzgerald thrown in too.

“I bet you expected Jane Powell...the blue eyed blonde,” said a smiling Powell.
What they got was “the chocolate goddess of love” she calls herself and a lot of
unexpected fun.

The place was crackling with energy as Powell opened with “I Can’t Stop Loving
You.” Powell’s voice was rich, brassy, bold and smoky. She took songs where
they had never been before, making them her own. The voice is a singer’s
instrument but Powell goes beyond the usual limits, showing how to use her
voice to reach down deep into the abyss of her soul with songs like
“Summertime” and “Unchained Melody.”

She then reaches high and soars with cool, finger snapping classics like Duke
Ellington’s “Take The A Train” adding in some fancy scatting.

Her unique version of Otis Redding’s “On The Dock of the Bay” was sensational
with whistling that she carried up and down the scale with effortless finesse.

By this time the audience was clapping, singing along and was hooked by
Powell’s intimate and unpretentious warmth and spicy humor. She is
spontaneous and unexpected while interacting with the audience, getting a few
of the men to participate on stage while she sang "Under The Boardwalk” and
they sang the chorus.

Not to be overlooked was the trio of wonderful musicians who accompanied
her. Their solo was bold and uninhibited like their flawless skill with their
instruments. Dave Yivisaker, nicknamed “Porkchop” by Powell and sometimes
just plain “Pork,” did a Jerry Lee Lewis on the keyboard, his fingers flying across
the ivories. Steve Sachse, nicknamed “Cookie” played the base and Powell’s
husband James Jackson played the drums with confident abandon.



Not since Mark Nizer or Big Ray and the Kool Katz did the audience laugh and
have as much fun with a performer. Many want Powell to return again to
Carysbrook and anyone who missed her this time should not miss her next
performance. She is a knockout performer who packs a punch.

“She stole the night from a legend,’” wrote The Washington
Post about Jane Powell when she appeared on the same bill with
Ray Charles.

“A certain lalent comes along every 20 years or 80, and you're
it"" said singer Tony Benneit about this talented lady after catch-
img her show in Mashville a few years back.

With such luminous accalades coming her way, it's no wonder
the vocalist of Jane Powell and Co. has won not only this year's
Campus Entenainment Award in the Jazz Music categary, but
the coveted Entertainer of the Year honor as well, She was also
nominated in the Contemporary Music and Performing Arts:
Music categories.

A Roanoke, Vi., native who has mastered practically every
miusical genre, Powell has been described as outrageous and un-
forgettable, boasting a five-octave rangs and a magnificent voice
reminiscent of both Ella Fitzgerald and Mahalia Jackson. This is
ane singer, however, who doesn®y want (o be categorized, “'I'm a
lietle bit jaze, & livthe Bit ehythm and blues, a litele bit $oul,™ she
said, explaining that what she might be singing on any given might
depends on her mood. And although she avoids comparisons with
other singers, she claims the legendary Ella as well as Della Reese,
Criis Redding, Aretha Franklin and other greats among her muasic-
al idols.

“However you choose to classify (her), one thing's for certain;
she's terrific,” wrote Emily Hedrick in The Charlotte News (NC).
“That, and flambovant, outrageous at times, totally wnself-con-
scious, wilty, sexy, playful — and with a velvet voice big enough
ta fill a canyon, and sweet enough to soothe a savage.

“Find me a better all-around enteriziner — one who can make
you laugh and cry, who can caress you with sensual ballads and
rock you with everything from soul to country and western — and
I"Il swear you've just come back from Mars," Hedrick added.

Powell has ofien been praised, not just for her staggering mu-
sical abilities, but for her rapport with her audiences, *'. . . Ms,
Powell initiared a rappornt with the audience that even a well-
traimed comedian would be hard pressed o equal,'” wrote Mark
Larendress of The Appalachian alter Powell appeared at Appala-
chian Seate University (NC).

Powell is known for her banter with audiences, *If people an-
noy me, I'll tell "em. If they don't ke my musc, 1 tell "em o
leave. And if they love me, [ give "em all I"ve got,” she says. "'Ii
doesn't matter to me who you are of what you do, just enjoy my
miusic and enjoy me. That's why I'm here,™

Although Fowell has supported hersell as everything from a
sewing lactory or ice cream parlor emploves 10 a cook or maid,
mus has always been a top priority for her, She was encouraged
by her father, himself a professional entertainer, (o 3ng. And sing
she did — at weddings, funerals and clubs, When her husband
asked her to choose bevween him and performing. she bid him
farewell and never looked back.

Powell has performed in a variety of venues, including film.
She sang two songs inthe flm Marie, which starred Clssy Spacck.
“We had 1o shoot it several times because in the scripr, after she
sang the songs, the audi=nce wain't supposed to applaud. They
were supposed 1o remain quict; but every time she Mnished, they
cheered and clapped. | loved it!" said director Dino Delaurentis.

Backed by her five-piece, full-tili funk band, Jane is a joyous
performer who capiures the heart of any audience wath heér un-
pretentious humaor and wit. *'Looks like Patti Labelle, sassy like
Pearly Bailey, sings like Aretha Franklim . . .,"" wrade The Siar-
